Let the light of Thy divine Wisdom direct the deliberations of this
Convention and shine forth in all its proceedings and enactments, so. that they may tend to the preservation of
peace and good will and the promotion of concord and harmony. May authority be exercised in this
Convention without despotism, and liberty prevail without license. May this Convention demonstrate once more
to the American people and to the world at large that the citizens of the United States have solved the problem
of self-government by exercising and tolerating the broadest and most untrammeled freedom of discussion in
their political assemblies, without dethroning reason and without invading the sacred...
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
